He also served on the
faculties of the Ray Garrett Jr. Corporate and Securities Law Institute at Northwestern Pritzker School of Law and the Practising Law Institute. Mr. Wright
is currently on the board of directors of TCG BDC 11, Inc. as well as two SEC registered closed-end funds, and he is also a member of the board of
directors of the New York City Ballet. In addition to serving on other boards, he is interested in innovative philanthropic initiatives.
