On June 22, 2020, TCG BDC, Inc. (the “Company”) held its 2020 Annual Meeting of Stockholders (the “Annual Meeting”). The following proposals
were voted on at the Annual Meeting: (1) the election of Linda Pace as a director to serve for a three-year term and until her successor is duly elected
and qualified at the Company’s 2023 Annual Meeting of Stockholders or until her earlier death, resignation or removal; and (2) the ratification of the
selection of Ernst & Young LLP as the Company’s independent registered public accounting firm for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2020.
